Tips.......

e Always request a room on an upper floor, if possible

e Asolid door with a good deadbolt lock is best

e Electronic card access locks help limit access

o Make sure your door has a peephole and night latch and use it

e Turnon the TV or radio just loud enough to hear through the door

e Turnon asingle light in the room if you plan to return after dark

e Inspect the room hiding places upon entering and check all lock.

e  Put the Do Not Disturb sign on the doorknob even when you are away, this deters room burglars (it may affect housekeeping

service, however).

Ask the bellman for an escort and use valet parking if alone

Park your vehicle in a lighted area.

Remove all property from interior to the trunk area.

Do not leave valuables in the glove compartment.

Stay with your luggage.

Watch out for distraction, they may be intentionally staged to setup a pickpocket or purse snatcher.
