Article 2.7.13.1.

w Neweastle Bdisease (ND) for the

sert-Mannal s defined as an infection of birds
of avian paramyxovirus serotype 1 (APMV- 1)-

that meets one of the following criteria for virulence:

caused by a virus

a)  the virus has an intracerebral pathogenicity index (ICPI) in day-old chicks (Gallus gallus) of
0.7 or greater; or

b) multiple basic amino acids have been demonstrated in the virus (either directly or by
deduction) at the C-terminus of the F2 protein and phenylalanine at residue 117, which is
the N-terminus of the F1 protein. The term ‘multiple basic amino acids’ refers to at least
three arginine or lysine residues between residues 113 and 116. Failure to demonstrate the
characteristic pattern of amino acid residues as described above would require
characterisation of the isolated virus by an ICPI test.

In this definition, amino acid residues are numbered from the N-terminus of the amino acid
sequence deduced from the nucleotide sequence of the FO gene, 113-116 corresponds to
residues —4 to —1 from the cleavage site.”

Poultry is defined as ‘all domesticated birds, including backvard poultry, used for the production
of meat or eggs for consumption, for the production of other commercial products, for

restocking supplies of garne or for breedmg these categorles of blrds, as gel] as ﬁghtmg cocks

used for any purpose’. A

Birds that are kept in captivity for any reason other than those defined—as—poultry reasons
referred to in the preceding paragraph, including those that are kept for shows, races,




exhibitions, competitions, etsale of fot breeding or selling these categories of birds as well as
pet birds, are not considered to be poultry.

Article 2.7.13.2.

The ND status of a country, a gone or a compartment can esly be determined and-eertified on the basis
of the following criteria:

1. ND is notifiable in the whole country, an on-going ND awareness programme is in place, and all
notified suspect occurrences of ND are subjected to field and, where applicable, laboratory
investigations;

2. appropriate surveillance is in place to demonstrate the presence of gNDV zufection in the absence
of clinical signs in poultry, this may be achieved through an ND surveillance programme in
accordance with Appendix 3.8.X;

Article 2.7.13.3.
ND free country, zone or compartment

A country, zone or compartment may be considered free from ND when it has been shown that gNDV
infection has not been present in the country, zome or compartment for the past 12 months, based on
surveillance in accordance with Append1x 3.8.X.

If infection has occurred in a previously free country, zome or compartment, ND free status can be
regained three months after a stamping-ount policy (including disinfection of all affected establishments) is



applied, providing that surveillance in accordance with Appendix 3.8.X. has been carried out during
that three-month period.

Article 2.7.13.4.

When importing from an ND free country, gome or compartment as defined in Article 2.7.13.3.,
Veterinary Administrations Authorities should require:

Article 2.7.13.5.

Regardless of the ND status of the country, gone or compartment of origin, Veterinary dwministrations
Authorities should require:

for live birds other than poultry

the presentation of an infernational veterinary certificate attesting that:

1. the birds showed no clinical sign suggestive of ND on the day of shipment;

2. the birds were kept in isolation approved by the Veterinary Services since they were hatched or for
at least the 21 days prior to shipment and showed no clinical sign of infection sith-a—~iras—which
