FOR BOVI NE SEMEN EXPORTED FROM THE UNI TED STATES

The inmport health requirenents of Syria for bovine senmen are a negative serum
agglutination test for brucellosis in 1/25 dilution, a negative intradermnal
tuberculin test on donor bulls and a negative mcroscopic exam nation of
preputial sanple for trichononiasis and vibriosis. Each test is to be perforned
within 30 days of the first collection of semen for syria. All cattle in the
artificial insem nation center shall have passed a negative serum aggl utination
test (in the dilution prescribed in uniform nethods and rules), for brucellosis
a negative intradermal tuberculin test and a negative nicroscopic exam nation of
a preputial sanple for trichononiasis and vibriosis within 12 nonths of the first
coll ection of semen for syria. Qher tests performed by artificial insenination
centers do not require certification by USDA
